Camping
Camping is ONLY available for the nights of Wednesday 21st through Saturday 25th July. Camping is available for Sunday 26th July by prior arrangement only. Strictly NO early arrivals or late departures.
STRICTLY NO GO-PEDS, MINI-MOTOS etc ALLOWED ON SITE AT ANY TIME!

This includes motorcycles, quads, trikes, carts & similar. (Motorcycles, which the NSRA feels contribute to the event, are welcome. These include 'cruiser' bikes, classics & vintage. – If in doubt, ask) 
We seem to constantly have difficulty with the interpretation of our policy here. The basic rules are as follows:
The 5mph speed limit applies to everyone on site, the Road Traffic Act(s) apply, all drivers/riders must have a driving licence and wear a helmet, under no circumstances will children be allowed to drive/ride on site, unlicensed/unregistered motorcycles will not be admitted/must not be used on site, the use of any form of off road, on road/off road, Enduro machines is totally forbidden. If you feel unable or unwilling to adhere to these rules please stay away from the Event.
Tot Rods
A responsible adult must supervise the use of tot rods at all times.
Dogs
Dogs MUST be kept on leads at all times
Inappropriate Behaviour
Sorry to have to mention this but there is a small minority who need to be told. Any form of inappropriate behaviour will not be tolerated - we define inappropriate behaviour as anything that is likely to cause distress or danger to others. Obvious problems are speeding, driving after curfew, drunk driving, donuts etc - other, less obvious include loud music, particularly late at night, aggressive or offensively loutish behaviour etc. Any such persons deemed to be acting inappropriately will be asked to leave the site immediately by our security personnel.
Security
Everyone must be aware that security of their belongings is their own responsibility. Anyone found thieving, damaging or interfering with property will be reported to the police and banned from all future NSRA events. 

Our Security will eject anyone from site should it be deemed necessary.
Insurance
All vehicles must hold a current road licence/tax (where applicable), hold a current MoT certificate and carry appropriate insurance to cover the driver, the vehicle and the use of the vehicle for the event on the date(s) of the event in compliance with the Road Traffic Acts. In addition for Clubs & Individuals, Auto-jumblers & Traders who are hiring in or bringing in any equipment for their displays, in the event of injury or damage sustained by third party persons or property as a result of your displays and/or participation in the event, it is recommended that adequate third party insurance (other than the usual risks covered by your motor insurance) is in force so that you are fully indemnified and protected against any legal liability claim. The minimum indemnity limit should be £1 m.
Whilst we endeavour to keep to the schedule, circumstances and developments dictate we must reserve the right to substitute, alter, cancel etc. any activity. Also, the NSRA, it's committee and members cannot be held responsible for any loss or damage to any property or individual for any reason whatsoever whilst attending the European Street Rod Nationals or the Hot Rod Supernationals. Please note that although Old Warden Park is a Private Estate the Road Traffic Act applies, as do most other laws!
